See the
club requirements above. The award given at the National
Specialty says: to every dog who competes in Conformation and
two of the following with a qualifying score in one: Obedience
or Rally, the Hunt Test, Tracking, or Agility, or who places in
Conformation and competes in two of the following: Obedience
or Rally, the Hunt Test, Tracking or Agility, not necessarily
qualifying in any of them. The CC and WC are not eligible.

The principal difference is that a field title of some sort is
required for our club’s All-Around award but not necessarily for
the DFAR award.
